« Pre-qualified Kenyan parents are selected to live in the
home with their adopted children (3 to B children that
have been orphaned by AIDS).

« The newly housed family must meet specific require-
ments (maintain household, be self-sufficient, provide a
|loving, holistic atmosphere for the children, etc.)

« Two homes per family: one home is for their residence &
the Znd home is a rental unit (rental income will insure
that the family is self-sufficient & can provide for the
physical & academic needs of their children)

« WAVE Hawaii raises the funds for land & building costs

« WAVE Hawaii will select & train youth to go on a mission
trip to Kenya to build the homes (2-week trip)

« Youth are responsible to raise their own travel funds

($3.000), undergo training & help build the homes
